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RANGE RULES

e ALWAYS keep the gun pointed down range

o ALWAYS keep the gun unloaded until ready to shoot

e ALWAYS keep your finger off the trigger until ready to shoot

e ALWAYS know your target and what is beyond

e DO NOT handle firearms when persons are down range

e ANY VIOLATIONS will result in removal or forfeiture of shooting privileges

VISITOR REQUIRMENTS

e NOALCOHOL OR DRUG USE PRIOR TO ARRIVAL!
You will be asked to leave premises if suspected
e ALL visitors must leave ALL guns in their vehicle before checking in at office
e ALL visitors and spectators must fill out a “Waiver and Release of Liability” agreement

e ALL visitors will adhere to the “Rules of the Range” and conduct themselves in an orderly
manner at all times and be responsible for the conduct of any guests they bring

e Eye and Ear protection must be worn

e ALL visitors are responsible for their guns and ammunition

e ALL guns must be in a case and unloaded before entering shooting area

e Auto fire or rapid fire modified guns (FRT) are STRICTLY PROHIBITED
e Fire only at YOUR lane target

e Give the command “CEASE FIRE” if an unsafe condition exists

¢ Notify the Range Officer when there is a stoppage or malfunction of the gun
e Shoot only at authorized targets sold by Iberville Firing Range

e No more than two (2) shooters per lane
